Breakfree is a part of Victorious Ministry
Through Christ, or VMTC, an international and
non denominational ministry, that equips the
body of Christ to carry out the healing and de-
liverance ministry of Jesus.

It is a two fold ministry, balancing between
ministering to Christians who need wholeness
and healing, and training prayer ministers in
the prayer process.

Breakfree has been operating in New Zealand
since 1991. There are three regions: Northern,
Central, and the South Island.

About this ministry weekend

Breakfree ministry sessions are safe, confiden-
tial and non judgmental. All prayer ministers
undergo their own ministry sessions and train-
ing regularly.

Ministry sessions encourage the recipient to
confess sin, to forgive others, and themselves.
Sometimes generational bondages need to be
dealt with also.

Ministry sessions release recipients to be freed
to live and serve the Lord.

Over the days of the school you will:

Receive your own prayer ministry session.

A prayer ministry session can last several
hours, as much is brought into the light, in a
safe and confidential setting.

Experience teaching that will support your min-
istry session.

Enjoy a prayer vigil; as you pray for others re-
ceiving ministry, worship, and a blessing ser-
vice

Your Prayer Ministry Session

At the school, all attendees will receive a prayer ministry ses-
sion, which is a Holy Spirit healing and deliverance ministry to
your whole person. It is led by trained male and female prayer
ministers, with others usually also present in a training role. It
is a totally confidential, non- judgmental, and safe session.

There are no written records of the content of any sessions.

VMTC seeks to minister to the whole person — spirit, mind and
body — by using the authority of God’s word, and by being
open to the power of God’s Spirit. A key element to the suc-
cess of the prayer pattern is that it is tailored to the unique-
ness of each individual.

All sessions are totally confidential. The ministry teams are
made up of male and female prayer ministers (all of whom
regularly undergo their own prayer ministry sessions), with an
optional intercessor/observer, a person in training who is the
same gender as the recipient.

What is the Course Content?
Freedom from Bondages

Learn what spiritual bondages are and how these can
be linked to the ‘baggage’ we carry.

Wounds and Scars from the Past

Learn to recognise where there may be a lack of
wholeness in your life caused by spiritual and emo-
tional wounds and scars.

Occult Bondages

Learnto recognise the subtle ways people are led into
behaviour and practices that are unhelpful to their
spiritual development. Also learn how to stand in the
midst of spiritual attack.

Steps to Freedom

Work through the process of dealing with wounds,
scars, and bondages in your life.

Spiritual Warfare

Learn how to recognise and stand against Satan’s
attacks and your own unhelpful thinking.

The Holy Spirit
Learn to be led by the Holy Spirit in prayer ministry.

Identify barriers to being fully committed to God.
